Championships in 2022. Delegates also approved a new six-area 
strategic development plan for the continent.

 Americas Online Cup 

Mexico’s Angel Alvarado beat Nicholas D’Amour of the US Virgin 
Islands to win recurve men’s gold, a prize cheque for 200 USD, 

and the ninth and last title in the Online Archery Cup of the 

Americas. More than 700 archers participated in the 

tournament, which began back in August with qualifiers at the 

national level. The 50 remote matches, which were streamed 
live on Facebook, reached more than half a million people. At 

least 3000 USD in prize money was distributed equally across 

the categories.
