The number of athletes that may be entered by a Member Association is limited to three (3) in each 
category. 
 
All World Archery Europe MAs are eligible to compete in the European Youth Championships 2020

The LOC will collect the teams from Birmingham International airport. You have to pay the transportation fee 
that includes arrival and departure as follows: 
 
Birmingham International Airport /BHX/ 45 miles   €86 per person  
(transfers should take 50 minutes to 1 hour) 
 
The last date for the payment of the transportation details must be with the LOC no later than 29 June. All 
fees must be paid not later than 28 July 2020. 
 
From the airports to the hotel / return trip, the organiser will use buses, small buses, vans and cars, which 
will depend on number of persons scheduled for transportation. 
 
Transportation from the airports will start Saturday 15 August and will end AM Monday 24 August. 
Transport requests outside of these dates can be arranged by special arrangement with the LOC. 
 
 

PAYMENT CONDITIONS 

 The Entry Fee should be paid in full before 28 July 2020. 
 The 75% deposit of the total amount for hotel accommodation should be paid before 19 May 2020
