Archery Australia Inc. has requested an interpretation on whether the pictured wrist support is
permitted. The support is being used as the result of an injury to thewrist. The supportisa
temporary measure whilst the injury persists. The supports are made from thermoplastic and
Vecro (no metal is used) and that the consistency of the thermoplastic isfairly stiff about same as
an armguard.

The Constitution and Rules Committee finds the tjoespresented to be within terms of
reference of the Technical Committee.

It is the majority opinion of the Technical Comragtthat the wrist support as shown in
the photos is of a rigid nature and is thereforelegal in any division of FITA regarding

official competition.

This interpretation is only valid for archers that are not classified for Para-
Archery. Para-archers that are classified are allowed under Bookl,
Appendix8, art. 6.9 to have a wrist support.
